1. Introduction  
 

The National Institute of Criminology and Forensic Science was established 

in 1972 to undertake teaching and research in Criminology and Forensic Science 

and to impart in-service training to senior functionaries of the Criminal Justice 

System.

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4. Pre-qualification criteria 

 

Only bidders satisfying the following minimum qualification criteria are 

eligible to apply: 

 

1. The bidder should be a reputed and registered firm / concern or a company 

registered under the Companies Act, 1956.  The firm / company must 

register for VAT.  Duly attested copies of the certificates should be 

furnished with the Technical Bid. 

 

2. The bidder should be financially strong to undertake the kind of Project, 

which is the matter of this tender and should have an Annual turnover of 

atleast Rs.1. crores [Rupees one crores] during the preceding three financial 

years.  In support of their claim, the bidder must furnish audited annual 

accounts or Income Tax return for last 3 years. 

 

3. Should be publishing at least 50 academic journals both electronic and print. 

 

4. Should have minimum 15 years of experience of publishing Journal. 

 

5. Should have offices overseas and experience of global marketing with 

minimum 25% revenue from overseas sales. 

 

 

6. Should have experience of publishing Journals of Central Government or 

Organisations funded  by the Central Government.

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5) Terms & Conditions of the Tender 
 

1) Earnest Money Deposit (EMD): The tenderers are to deposit an amount of Rs.2,500/- 

(Rupees Two thousand and five hundred only) in the form of  Bank Draft/Bankers 

Cheque drawn in favour of “P&AO, DCPW (MHA)” payable at New Delhi, towards the 

EMD along with the tender. The EMD of the unsuccessful tenderer will be returned after 

finalization of the tender. The EMD of the successful tenderers will be forfeited if the 

tenderer fails to enter into the agreement. The EMD will not carry any interest. The 

tenders without accompanying the EMD amount will be summarily rejected. 

 

2) Performance Security/Security Deposit: The successful bidder is required to deposit an 

amount of  Rs.12,000/- (Rupees Twelve thousand) in the form of  Bank Draft/Bankers 

Cheque/ Performance Bank Guarantee drawn in favour of “P&AO, DCPW (MHA)” 

payable at New Delhi, towards the Security deposit, which will be returned within 60 

days of completion of contract period. 

 

3) Validity of the Offer: The offer should open for acceptance within 120 days of opening of 

the tender. 

 

4) No commitment to accept best or any other offer: The institute shall be under no 

obligation to accept the best or any other offer received in response to this tender notice 

and shall be entitled to reject any or all the bids including those received late or 

incomplete bids without assigning any reason whatsoever.  The institute will not be 

obliged to meet and have discussions with any bidder, and / or to listen to any 

representation. While the above procedures lay down the overall guidelines, Institute 

reserves the right to select the bidder based on other parameters at its discretion. 

 

5) The successful bidder shall be required to sign a three-year contract with the Institute 

 

6) The terms and conditions (i.e. all the pages of Bid documents) in original must be 

initialed on each page (right bottom corner) and signed in full along with date and seal 

affixed at the last page. 

 

7) There should be no overwriting in the bidder‟s offer. If required, by scoring out entries 

and writing afresh, the bidder can make corrections. The initials of the bidder's authorised 

person and the seal of the bidder's company must verify each correction. All rates given 

in this tender must be expressed as numerals and words. In case of any discrepancies, the 

price in words will be taken as correct. 

 

8) Institute reserves the right to reject any or all tenders without assigning any reason. 

 

9) No alteration in the terms and condition or offer will be allowed during the consideration 

of the tender. However, Institute reserves the right to negotiate the offer with the 

successful bidder before signing of the contract. 

 

10) The information to be submitted by the bidder should be as per the description given in 

this document. 
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11) Conditional offers and non-conformity of the terms and conditions and offers not 

submitted as per the details, will be rejected. 

 

12) Clarification regarding Tender document : Ordinarily no occasion for clarifications 

should arise as all matters are clarified in the tender document itself.  The clarifications, if 

any, sought by the bidder on the Tender Document should be sent to The Director, 

NICFS, in writing.   

 

13) Confidentiality: The successful bidder/contractor shall not divulge/disclose/deliver to 

anyone; any confidential information/documents/papers marked as Confidential and is 

communicated or made available or accessible by the contractor/successful bidder during 

execution of the work. 

 

14) Amendment of Tender Document:  At any time up to the last date for receipt of bids, the 

Institute may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification 

requested by a prospective Bidder, modify the Tender document by an amendment. 

 

The amendment will be notified in writing by post/fax/E-mail/website (by anyone or 

more means) to the prospective Bidders and shall be binding on the bidders. 

 

Last date for the receipt of bids may be extended by Institute for any other reason as well. 

 

15. Acceptance of Terms & Conditions:  The bidder should specifically mention that all the 

terms and conditions described in this tender  are unconditionally acceptable.  The 

Institute reserves the right to accept/reject any/all the bids. 

 

16. Payments Terms: Payments, if any, due to the bidder/ contractor (within the framework 

of the contract to be signed between the Institute and the vendor) would be released 

within 30 days of presentation of the bill to the Institute. All Payment will be after 

applying the tax deduction at source, if applicable. 

 

17) Ownership and Copyrights: LNJN NICFS will retain the copyright of the Journal and the 

publishing rights of the journal will be vested with the publisher for the period of 

continuation of the contract. 

  

18) Cancellation of Contract: In case of any breach of any terms and conditions by the 

successful bidder / contractor, Institute reserves the right to cancel the work order placed 

on the successful bidder / contractor by giving one month notice.  

 

19) Arbitration: In case of any dispute or difference arising out of or in connection with this 

contract, the authorized officials of both the parties will try to resolve the matter through 

mutual discussions and in the event of there being no resolution; the matter shall be 

referred for arbitration to a sole arbitrator to be appointed by the LNJN, NICFS. The 

arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 will be applicable to the arbitration proceedings 

and the venue of the arbitration shall be at New Delhi. The award of the arbitrator shall 

be binding on both the parties. The cost of arbitration including the fees of the Arbitrator 

shall be borne by both the parties equally.  Each party shall be responsible for its own 

costs and professional fees, if any. Venue of Arbitration shall be in New Delhi. 
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20) Jurisdiction of Courts in case of disputes: All matters and disputes arising from, relating 

to or concerning the contract shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts in New 

Delhi. 

 

21) Force Majeure: The bidder shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security, 

termination of contract, if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other failure 

to perform; obligations under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.  For 

purposes of this clause „Force Majeure” means an event beyond the control of the bidder 

and not involving the bidder‟s fault or negligence and not foreseeable.  Such events may 

include but are not limited to, acts of God or of public enemy, acts of Government of 

India in their sovereign capacity, acts of war, fires, floods etc.  If a Force Majeure 

situation arises, the bidder shall promptly notify Institute in writing of such conditions 

and the cause thereof within ten calendar days.  Unless otherwise directed by Institute in 

writing, the bidder shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract so far as it 

is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance 

not prevented by the Force Majeure event.  In such a case, the time for performance shall 

be extended by a period(s) not less than the duration of such delay.  If the duration of 

delay continues beyond a period of three months, Institute and the vendor shall hold 

consultations with each other in an endeavor to find a solution to the problem.  

Notwithstanding the above, the decision of IBA shall be final and binding on the vendor. 

 

22) Contract termination / splitting / rejection clause: Institute reserves the right to terminate 

the contract, split orders, accept or reject any quotation alter any or all of the terms and 

conditions any time if the execution of work is unsatisfactory or the time schedule is not 

strictly adhered to.  The decision of Institute in respect of evaluation of bids and / or 

award of contract shall be final.
